The Clam Diggers Association of Oregon request the proponents of the Natural Gas Plant at Jordan Cove compensate recreational enthusiasts for loss of recreational opportunity at Jordan Cove.. 

Access to the intertidal areas of west Coos Bay is extremely limited.  We request mitigation to improve public access to the tidal area of the north spit, or construct a path and stairway to the tidal area between Fulton Street and Charleston.  We suggest considering the property of the Department of State Lands as a potential mitigation site.

We feel restoring the functional values associated with the tidelands in Kentuck Slough somewhat mitigates the loss of habit at Jordan Cove but does not mitigate the loss of recreational opportunity.
